Message from the President:

Members:

Another season has ended and yet much is happening. For those who have not been at the club, go down and see the place. Great
progress is being made on all fronts. And get ready for the Summerspiel. This is a very, very big deal for us, both in awareness of our
club and financial help. If you have yet to volunteer, please call or e mail Shirley Bruce.

Those who attended the annual meeting know that we are modifying our organizational structure for this coming year. Mary Colacchio
will coordinate all "Programs." These include committees such as Membership, Mentoring, Curling, Education, Activities and the like.
Neal Hannon will coordinate all "Operations." These include making the day to day functions work well. Committees such as building,
bar, ice, grounds, etc., will work with Neal. As president, I will maintain responsibility for finance and secretary. I will also work with
Kathy Colgan as she assumes the long vacant position of Historian. All this is on our web site in Administration under the Club tab.

We have some particularly exciting news. Our club has been chosen to host the 2010 US Senior Women's National Championship.
The winning team will go on to represent the US at Worlds in New Zealand. This event will give us great local exposure and further
position us as a progressive club within the GNCC and USCA. And it also gets us great publicity in advance of the 2010 Winter
Olympics in Vancouver BC.

I outlined 5 objectives for the coming year at our annual meeting. Those are:

1. Get our club really "ticking." This includes getting the expansion done, getting the basement in full working condition, getting
things in their place, and really settling in. We are well on our way.

2. Increase volunteerism. We are an all volunteer club, and our very modest dues reflect this. We have 260 adult members so
that means 520 hands to help out. If each of us does only a few things, a tremendous amount can be accomplished. We
know some have day jobs and others have physical reasons for being unable to help. But there are many, tasks to be done.
So we are asking everyone to help by doing something. The list of committees is on our web site as indicated above. Please
help.

3. Enhance education. Tony Colacchio has an even stronger program being planned for next year. This will include intermediate
training, plus skip and vice skip sessions as well as new beginner lessons and courtesy and etiquette reminders
before games.

4. Rekindle charity events. We have done at least 5 of these over the years, with a pause for the last 2 as we concentrated on
our expansion. These events have a very positive impact on our club. They position us as an integral part of our community,
help those in need, and give us exposure to those who may wish to join the club. Several of our current members joined as a
result of charity events.

5. Continue to grow consistent with our ability to provide curling leagues which our members want. We are getting closer to full
capacity, but not there yet. We also have more league potential, particularly on weekends. So all in all, we have room to
grow.

We look forward to seeing you at the Summer Bonspiel.

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Curling Committee Report - Winter 2008

Wow… This was a curling session for the record books. The night leagues were running near
maximum capacity and judging by the standings at the end of the session, there was more parity in
each league. So let’s do a little recap of what transpired from January to March.

Sunday Invitational League: Seven teams took to the ice and in the end, the Abeltin and Bristol
rinks were tied for first. Since the first place team gets their names engraved on a brass plate, a
playoff was held and Liz Abeltin with Glenn Amaral, Alex Colacchio, Ron Geering, Matina Heisler and
Wendy Scholes won it all.

Monday Night Mixed: Our most popular night had 13 teams competing once again to get their
names engraved on a brass plate! Once again there was a tie after ten weeks of competition. This
time it was John McCarthy’s and Liz Abeltin’s rinks tied for first. So a playoff was scheduled and
John McCarthy with Linda McCarthy, Anne Marie Giampietro and Chris Cederholm (one of our 47
new trial members) won it all.

Tuesday Night Mens: Well at least the men’s league closed out the session without the need for a
playoff. Although it did come down to the last week, there was no tie and Glenn Amaral’s rink of Paul
Ketchum, Barry Evans and John Powers took the honors.

Wednesday Afternoon Mixed: Although there were only 5 teams in this league, the competition
was keen and – yes in the end – there was a tie for first place! This playoff pitted Mary Colacchio’s
rink against Bev Gigliotti’s rink. After the playoff was done, Mary along with Paul Ketchum, Joel
Weinstein and Faith Hughes could claim the afternoon bragging rights.

Wednesday Night Mixed: On this night 12 teams mixed it up and coming into the games on the last
night there was a possibility that four – yes – four teams could end up tied for first. At the end of the
early draw, one team was eliminated mathematically but a second could still end up in a tie with the
other two. The other two teams just happened to be playing against each other. It came down to the
last shot in the last game and when the rock came to a stop, Mike O’Malley with Robert Moroch and
John and Martha Kenney had sole possession of first.

The generosity of the business community has enabled us to pay for materials with the
donated funds. We are fortunate indeed to have Falmouth resident, Cameron Astin, who was
willing to volunteer long hours assembling the components for the sixty-six curling
stones needed to supply Teaticket, East and Mullen Hall elementary schools with their own
set of stones. There are plans now to fabricate more gym curling stones for the North
Falmouth Elementary School and the Falmouth Recreation Department. Consequently, there
has been no cost to the town in providing these expensive gym curling stones to the
Falmouth school system.
